TOP FIVE SECTOR INCIDENTS

· Purse Snatch/Robbery – 1911 Pacific (Washington History Museum). A visitor from Flushing, New York had her purse snatched while standing in front of the museum. A citizen bystander observed the incident and gave chase to the thirty-four year old male suspect. Patrol and BIA officers converged on the area and arrested the suspect at 19th- East ‘D’ Street. The purse was returned to the victim. The suspect was booked for Robbery Second Degree. 05-0060746.
· Stolen Vehicle Recovery/Hit & Run – 1100 So. Ainsworth. On 1-17-05 at 1430 hours an off duty WSP trooper observed a van traveling at a high speed northbound on Ainsworth. The van occupied by three juveniles failed to stop at a stop sign and was struck by another car westbound on So. 12th Street. The suspects attempted to leave the scene but were taken into custody by Patrol. The van was a stolen vehicle out of Kent, WA. The suspects were booked into Remann Hall for PSP First Degree and Felony Hit & Run. 05-0170640.
· Aggravated Assault/Stabbing – 1200 So. Yakima Ave. Two tenants one armed with a knife, cut the victim’s face during a fight. The suspect was located and arrested by Patrol. The injuries were minor. The suspect was booked for Assault First Degree. 05-0180857.
· Threats to Mayor/Arrest – 747 Market St. (Municipal Bldg.). A forty-seven year old male went to the twelfth floor and threatened to harm Mayor Baarsma. The Mayor was not present at the time however staff called police believing that the suspect was serious about carrying out the threat. The suspect was later located in a vehicle in the southend and arrested. He was booked for Felony Harassment. It was noted that the suspect said, “I’m not crazy” and “They hate me there (Mayor’s Office)”. 05-0140590.
· Agency Assist/Murder Warrant Served – 1121 So. I St. (Bridgeview Apts.). A police captain from Jefferson County, Arkansas notified Dispatch that a murder suspect was at the listed address. Patrol officers contacted the twenty-eight year old male suspect who was believed to be armed and dangerous. He was taken into custody without incident and booked. A female companion was also arrested for a felony assault warrant. 05-0211150.
