TOP FIVE SECTOR INCIDENTS

· Homicide/Shooting – 1500 So. M Street. Two known adult gang members were shot multiple times at 0345 hours on 5-26-05. One victim survived the shooting and was transported to the hospital in critical condition. Firefighters located crack cocaine on his person packaged for street sale. The other victim was pronounced dead at the scene and was found to be armed and had returned fire. One suspect was later taken into custody on an unrelated First Degree Assault Warrant. The CID investigation is on-going. 05-1460152. 
· Assault on Officer/Arrest – 11th- Tacoma Ave. So. Officer James Bowen was working off duty at a road construction site when a pedestrian refused to obey his directions regarding crossing the street in heavy traffic. When contacted the adult male suspect attempted to stab Ofc. Bowen with a shank. The weapon did not penetrate Ofc. Bowen’s vest and he wrestled the suspect to the ground. The suspect was booked for Assault First Degree and claimed to be from the country of Ghana. Ofc. Bowen sustained minor abrasions. 05-1240487.
· Possible Accidental Shooting – 3200 Maplewood Circle NE. Patrol officers investigated a shooting at the residence. They determined that a twenty-two year old male was shot one time with a newly purchased rifle. The shooter was the victim’s nineteen year old brother. The incident occurred near the living room and the younger brother claimed that the two were examining and “playing with” the rifle. Other family members including the father were home at the time. The victim was pronounced dead at the scene. CID responded and conducted an investigation. 05-1261650.
· Robbery First Degree/Arrest – 901 MLK (Main Street Grocery - Shell Station).  Patrol officers responded to a report of an armed robbery of a citizen in the parking lot of the convenience store. A forty year old female used a box cutter to threaten and take a purse away from the thirty-four year old victim. The suspect was located and booked for Robbery First Degree. The incident occurred at approx. 0050 hours. 05-1130075.
· Assault Third Degree (attempt)/Arrest – So. 15th- Yakima Ave. Officers responded to a report of a man who stopped his car in traffic at So. 23rd- G St., and was yelling at passing cars. The subject saw one officer approaching in a patrol car, got back into his car, and began driving away at a moderate speed against traffic. Another officer stopped the subject at 15th- Yakima. The suspect refused to get out of his car and resisted arrest. A contact tase was utilized to control the intoxicated suspect. He was booked for Assault Third Degree and DUI. He was also combative with jail personnel. 05-1380775.
