BY REQUEST OF MAYOR BAARSMA AND COUNCIL MEMBER ANDERSON


WHEREAS the City Council passed Substitute Ordinance No. 27360 on May 17, 2005, which provided for adoption of an immediate moratorium on the establishment or acceptance of applications for land use permits and/or building permits for new or the expansion of Group Homes, Group Residential facilities, Lodging Houses, Emergency and Transitional Housing, and for high-risk/high-needs residents, for a period of 180 days, and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Section 9 of Substitute Ordinance No. 27360, the City Council desires to create a community-based Blue Ribbon Panel (“Panel”) on high-risk/high-needs residents, to study issues and make recommendations for a community model for affecting change relating to standards of care, quality assurance, and community relations for programs which serve high-risk/high-needs residents; to make specific recommendations regarding the appropriate role of local government in addressing the issues; and to make a report and recommendations to the City Council within 180 days of the adoption of the interim moratorium, and


WHEREAS the City Council desires that the Panel consist of representatives from a wide cross-sector of the community, to include the following organizations:  one representative from each of the five City Council Districts, one representative from the Hilltop Action Coalition, one representative from the Chamber of Commerce, one representative from the Affordable Housing Consortium, one representative from the Pierce County Human Services Coalition, one representative from the Associated Ministries, one representative from the Ministerial Alliance, three representatives from the Pierce County Funders Group, one representative from the Department of Corrections, and one consumer (housing or social service recipient) nominated by the Pierce County Coalition for the Homeless, and

WHEREAS the City Manager shall assign City staff from the Human Rights and Human Services Department; Police Department; Tacoma Economic Development Department, Growth Management Division; and Finance Department, Tax and License Division, to provide support to the Panel in its efforts, and

WHEREAS Substitute Ordinance No. 27360 directs the Tacoma Planning Commission and staff to study and make recommendations related to dispersal of subject facilities and zoning related to subject facilities; Now, Therefore,


BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF TACOMA:


That there is hereby created a community-based Blue Ribbon Panel (“Panel”) on high-risk/high-needs residents, consisting of representatives as set forth above, to study issues and make recommendations for a community model for affecting change relating to standards of care, quality assurance, and community relations for programs which serve high-risk/high-needs residents, including, but not limited to, licensing, mandated operating agreements (a.k.a, Good Neighbor Agreements), community notification, community education pertaining to high-risk/high-needs residents and applicable laws, voluntary program standards and peer review, and dispute resolution; to make specific recommendations regarding the appropriate role of local government in addressing the issues; and to make a report and recommendations to the City Council within 180 days of the interim moratorium adopted pursuant to Substitute Ordinance No. 27360, no later than November 15, 2005.  The Panel shall coordinate its work with the Planning Commission, but shall not duplicate the Commission’s work specifically in the subject areas designated in Sections 6, 7, and 8 of Substitute Ordinance No. 27360.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the Panel representative nominations shall be forwarded to the City Council Office by June 6, 2005, and the Mayor shall review all nominations and select two individuals to co-chair the Panel.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the City Council will make official appointments to the Panel, by resolution, no later than June 14, 2005.
