Zoning Elements Summary (Draft)
Below are the zoning elements the 8th & I Neighbors are seeking: 

· 35' height limit;
· New development of single-family detached allowed through normal permitting;
· New development of single-family attached (row houses with zero side setbacks) allowed with a Special Review ;
· New development of duplex & triplex, and conversions, allowed with a Special Review;
· Appropriate parking for the above-allowed uses will be required off alleys;
· Existing commercial and multi-family will be "frozen", and;
· Building design elements will encourage a look consistent with the historical architecture of the area, with parameters around roof pitch, garage placement, etc.  Details to follow.

This would be called something like DMR-SRD (Downtown Mixed Residential - Special Review District).  "Frozen" means that those properties that currently have commercial & multi-family uses would retain them, but no new properties would be permitted for those uses. 

Higher-density condominium development will not be an allowed use.  

Dedicated parking lots will not be an allowed use (parking as part of a residential project will be allowed).
